
Minutes of the 16 November 2017 

Blackburn Community Association Board Meeting 

Held at the Blackburn Community Centre 

 

1. CALL TO ORDER 

Laura Dudas Blackburn Community Association (BCA) President called the meeting 

to order at 7:33 p.m. on Thursday, November 16, 2017.  

 

2. INTRODUCTION 

Ms. Dudas stated that she would act as Chair at this meeting and welcomed the 

attendees.  Participants introduced themselves and a list of attendees can be found 

in Appendix 1 

 

3. APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA 

The Chair noted that the proposed agenda was published prior to the meeting and 

sought approval of the proposed agenda.  As there were no requests to modify the 

proposed agenda, the agenda was adopted, without objection, as published. 

 

4. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: 

21 September 2017 Board Meeting Minutes 

The Chair noted that the draft Minutes of the 21 September 2017 Board Meeting 

were published prior to the meeting and sought approval of the draft Minutes.  

As there were no requests to modify the draft Minutes, the Minutes were 

adopted, without objection, as published. 

 

5. COUNCILLOR’S REPORT 

Jessica Maxwell attended on behalf of Councillor Jodi Mitic. 

 

Ms. Maxwell agreed to provide a soft copy of her report.  When it is received, this 

text will be replaced by her report. 

 

Action item:  

i. The BCA is responsible to initiate the application for the Splash Pad and it 

must be submitted by 2018 03 01. 

ii. As no Project Prime was previously identified for this project a volunteer to 

assume this position will be sought by the Chair.  

 

6. COMMITTEE REPORTS 

i. Other Business (Part 1): 

a) Update by the Blackburn Tennis Club 



Darcy McRae, the Blackburn Tennis Club Treasurer attended this meeting 

and provided the following report. 

 

The Blackburn Tennis Club is proposing to resurface 4 of its 6 tennis courts 

due to their deteriorated condition.  (The average life of a tennis court 

before resurfacing is 7 years.)  The Blackburn Tennis Club has obtained a 

number of quotes and they are all in the range of $30 k.  It was noted that 

over the last 4 years the BCA provided $2000. per year to assist with ongoing 

maintenance.  The Blackburn Treasurer indicated that while they are 

proposing to request monetary assistance from the BCA to assist with the 

resurfacing project they did not have a figure that they could put forward at 

this time. 

 

Action item: The Blackburn Tennis Club is invited to make an application for 

BCA monetary support to assist in obtaining monies to 

undertake a resurfacing project.  The Blackburn Tennis Club 

must complete its application by 2017 12 14 if it is to be 

considered by the BCA.   

 

Action item: Mr. Ross and the Chair will provide support to assist the 

Blackburn Tennis Club in preparing its application. 

 

ii. President’s Report – Laura Dudas 

i. Leadership positions 

1. Poll of those retiring 

The Chair noted that elections are held at the Annual General 

Meeting (AGM) and the term for office holders, i.e. directors, is 

one year.  As is the custom at the AGM, which will be held on 

2018 01 18, all card carrying members can vote. 

 

During the meeting it was noted that, due to non-returning 

directors, candidates to fill the following Board positions are being 

invited.  

• Environment and Transportation 

• Cancer Chase 

• Parks and Rink   

• Secretary 

• Website and Social Media (One of two Directors has 

indicated that they would not return.) 

 



Action item: 

1. Mr. Miller will produce a job description and give it to the 

Chair before 2017 12 31. 

2. Mr. Yassine will allow the BCA to put his name forward to 

the City to ensure that the Parks and Recreation Grant will 

be obtained by the BCA for 2018. 

3. The Chair will provide a copy of all available position 

descriptions to all members prior to the AGM. 

 

2. Possible separation of the Website and Social Media 

Subcommittee into two committees 

 

Assistance is being sought to provide additional support for the 
maintenance of the website.  (This would be volunteer support, as 
opposed to a new director.)  Potential candidates should either be 
familiar with WordPress software or be prepared to learn how to 
use WordPress software in a timely manner.  The successful 
candidate would be assisting Ms. Demasi now and in 2018 if she 
continues as a director.  (Ms. Demasi has indicated that she is 
prepared to continue in the current role in 2018 if she has support 
to do so during the AGM.) 

It was identified that monitoring of the social media required 
significant effort and sometimes takes an emotional toll on the  
3 volunteer administrators due to aggressive comments and foul 
language used in messages to them by a small number of 
members when they are found to be in violation of the group 
guidelines.  Ms. Demasi indicated that she did not want to 
continue supporting this function on a going forward basis.  Chloe 
Daner-Flint indicated that she was prepared to assist with this 
monitoring role until the upcoming AGM.  
 

Decision:  The BCA decided that it would not split the Website and 

Social Media Subcommittee into two subcommittees. 

 

3. Recruitment for leadership positions 

The Chair invited all current BCA office holders and BCA members 

to consider volunteering for one of the director positions that will 

be filled during the 2018 01 18 AGM meeting. 

 

ii. Clarification of acting director positions pending an election 



The Chair noted that a procedure exists to fill a vacant board position 

during the period between AGM’s.  The procedure is as follows: 

Nominations are invited and after they are made the position is filled 

either by acclamation or by a vote by the sitting directors, should there 

be more than one nomination. 

 

iii. Orleans Health Hub update 

The Chair indicated that an Orleans Health Hub update meeting was 

being held this evening as well.

iii. Vice- President’s Report – Jeff Miller 

Mr. Miller was unable to attend the meeting and a report was not provided. 

 

iv. Secretary’s Report – Belinda Leung 

The Secretary did not provide a report. 

 

v. Cancer Chase Subcommittee Report - - Bill Horne 

i. Mr. Horne indicated that the Cancer Chase attracted more participants 

than any previous Cancer Chase and that over $15 k was raised.  Mr. 

Horne indicated that there was a more complete report published on 

page 7 of the November 2017 issue of the Banar. 

ii. Mr. Horne indicated that he will be retiring as Chair of the Cancer Chase 

Subcommittee and a new Volunteer to Chair this Subcommittee is 

invited. 

 

vi. Community Beautification Committee Report – Linda Hamilton and Janice Synder 

A fact sheet relating to the Four Corners Beautification Project was shared with 

the meeting and has been provided as Appendix 2.  

 

A public consultation community meeting regarding the beautification project is 

scheduled for 28th November 2017 - 7:00 to 8:00 pm. 

 

vii. Community Safety Subcommittee Report – Ian Chamberland 

Mr. Chamberland was unable to attend the meeting and a report was not made 

available. 

 

viii. Funfair Subcommittee Report – Brent Lawrie 

Mr. Laurie indicated that he was proposing to stay on as the Funfair 

Subcommittee Director if he is supported to do so at the AGM. 

 

He noted that he will not make a request for money this year.  Further he noted 

that he will need new volunteers to assist with the Funfair in 2018.  The first 

planning meeting will be held in January with all subsequent meetings being held 

on the 3rd Monday of the Month at 7:30 pm at the Good Shepherd Parish 

Church 3092 Innes Road in Blackburn Hamlet. 

 

ix. Membership Subcommittee Report – Lisa Margeson Acting 

Ms. Margeson noted that the number of BCA memberships have dropped 

significantly from the 2016 level.  Specifically 162 were sold in 2016 and only 91 

have been sold to date for 2017. 

 



Decision: It was agreed that the Membership Subcommittee Director should 

attempt to understand what caused this reduction in membership and is invited 

to propose how membership numbers can be improved. 

 

x. Parks and Rink’s Subcommittee Report – Ali Yassine 

The responsibilities for the rinks are to liaison with city staff on various topics 

such as the general maintenance of the rinks’ setup, complaints (including drug 

and alcohol use) injury reports, as well as contacting a private snow blower 

contractor when needed.  The responsibilities also include clearing the snow 

with the tractor, watering the rinks to build base ice when city requires you to do 

so and then continuously throughout the season.  Hire a group of rink monitors, 

build a schedule with them, count hours and pay them accordingly and deal with 

issues when they arise or when a monitor doesn’t show up for a shift.  Ensure 

working function of all equipment including hoses, shovels, snow blower tractor 

and skate shacks and report any issues to the city.  Maintain a positive rapport 

with residents and users and address any concerns as best you can.  

 

xi. Senior’s Action Committee Report – Linda Gray 

The Seniors Information Night (SIN) was deemed a success as it was bigger and 

better attended than last year’s SIN event.  Additional information can be found 

on page 11 of the November 2017 issue of the Banar 

 

xii. Social Subcommittee Report – Ian Chamberland 

Mr. Chamberland was unable to attend the meeting and a report was not made 

available. 

 

xiii. Transportation and Environment Subcommittee Report  

– Sarah Morgan-White/Shari Boxall 

A Buchar provided an update on the status of the mosquito control initiative: 
1. The 5 Oct 2017 community meeting drew approximately 25 

community members.  The lead residents covered 2 key topics:  

• challenges in resolving drainage issues in certain areas of 
Blackburn Hamlet, and  

• the use of Bti (a naturally-occurring bacterium in soil) for 
mosquito control. 

2. Consultants (GDG) were also present and provided a presentation on 
Bti.  

3. Kanata North Councillor's Office representative (Amy Zhou on behalf of 
Councillor Marianne Wilkinson) was present to discuss their program. 

4. The Kanata North Bti program is being considered as a model for 
Blackburn Hamlet (e.g. lessons learned, process, consultations) 



5. The lead residents recently received a letter from the NCC indicating 
that the NCC would not support any insect control initiatives on NCC 
property, but would consider certain measures for health and safety 
reasons, such as the threat of the West Nile Virus. 

6. A meeting with lead residents and A Buchar was held on 30 Oct to 
discuss next steps. 

7.  It was noted that this would be a long process requiring considerable 
consultation and meetings with various players including the 
community, BCA, the City, the NCC, etc. 

Certain BCA members clarified that the BCA did not agree to support this 
initiative at this time (preferred to remain neutral) based on decisions during a 
previous meeting, and that it did not align with policies of the Environment and 
Transportation Committee.  A Buchar responded that the initiative was currently 
very much resident-led, and still in its initial stages, and that the appropriate 
Committee could be identified later based on project developments as need be. 
 

xiv. Treasurer’s Report – Al Ross 

Mr. Ross shared the latest view of the Treasurer’s report. 

 

Mr. Ross indicated that 2018 Budget Submissions were required by Wednesday, 

22 November 2017 and should be sent to Mr. Ross and Ms. Dudas. 

 

Once the budget information is processed public feedback will be invited on the 

proposed 2018 budget. 

 

xv. Website and Social Media Subcommittee – Kaitlyn Demasi/ Satinder Sahota 

Group membership has grown significantly and now sits at 1635 members!  It 

has turned out to be an effective tool in connecting neighbours on topics such as 

missing pets, renovation and home maintenance advice, Blackburn history, 

giving away unneeded items thus keeping them out of the landfill, supporting 

local families in need, providing jobs for youth for babysitting, lawn cutting, and 

snow shoveling, questions about the schools, road safety, business 

recommendations to name only a few.  While there are instances whereby 

inappropriate commenting is engaged in by group members, it is only done by a 

small percentage of the group's membership.  This happens in all Facebook (FB) 

groups unfortunately where people say things online that they would never to 

say to someone in person.  As the moderation role has evolved, so have FB's 

tools to administer groups.  All potential new members, except for those that are 

added by an existing group member, must answer a question explaining why 

they want to join the group and must indicate that they accept the group 

guidelines.  Members with questionable comments can be prevented from 



further posts for periods ranging from 1 to 24 hours.  Moderator comments to 

members can be done via a BCA profile thus minimizing the individual targeting 

of admins with aggressive or foul comments or messages by some members.  

Repeat and extreme offenders are removed from the group.  So while it can be 

stressful at times, the value of having an active Facebook group cannot be 

underestimated in keeping the community connected! 

 

xvi. Youth Subcommittee Report – Chelsey Wynne 
Most recent BANAR contained an article inviting the community to indicate their 

interest in Home Alone and Babysitting courses. Responses have been received, and 

planning continues. Potential partnership with St. John’s for babysitting course, and 

Emily Murphy NPH for home alone facilitation, with more details to come.  

 

One further BYOBoardgame night planned, as well as an arts activity for neighborhood 

youth. 

 

Youth Director met with staff at EORC to discuss opportunities to increase youth 

programming in Blackburn, including workshops focused on well-being, with topics such 

as self-esteem/mental health. Work on this initiative is ongoing. 

 

7. OTHER BUSINESS 

The date of January 5 has been reserved for the BCA Executive Christmas party 

which will be held at the Blackburn Arms  

 

8. FUTURE MEETINGS 

The next meeting will be held 21 December at the Blackburn Community Centre. 

 

9. ADJOURNMENT 

The Chair noted that all points on the agenda were covered.  Having no further 

business to conduct, Laura Dudas BCA President thanked everyone for attending and 

contributing and closed the meeting on Thursday, November 16, 2017 at 9:40 p.m.

Appendix 2 

Four Corners Beautification Project Fact Sheet 

The Four Corners Project is a multi-phase project that aims to beautify the main 
intersection in Blackburn Hamlet (the intersection of Bearbrook, Innes and Glen Park). 

Phase 1 of the project is the Amica Corner, a parcel of land that has been donated by 
Arnica. The remaining project phases will involve the project team engaging the private 
landowners of the remaining corners and consulting with the public to determine 
possible beautification measures. 

Timeframe: 

Phase 1 
• Approach Arnica about use of property and begin discussions - 2016 
• Recruit volunteers to work on the team - 2016 
• Community consultation to generate ideas and receive direction - April 29, 2017 
• Locates done, contractor, artist and landscape designer engaged - Summer 2017 
• Information Session to present proposed landscape and sculpture design to the public - 

Fall/Winter 2017 
Additional phases 

• Initial discussions held with private landowners-Summer 2017 
• Project team starts working on proposal and grant applications - January 2018 

Budget: 
• $20,000 provided by the Blackburn Community Association's community 

beautification fund 
• Plants for the garden - generously donated by Budd Gardens 
• $5,000 grants, corporate sponsorships, donations 
• Landscape design - generously donated by Nicole Champagne, landscape design 
student 

Costs: 
• Sculpture design, installation, fabrication, delivery - $17,500 plus HST 
• Additional costs still being determined: landscaping, including three large stones, 

walkway, garden prep and materials

• Volunteer with the team as they prepare for the next phases of the project.

4.    Corridor Concepts  

SB �± Questioned value of the future Innes-Walkley-Hunt Club Connection 
which closely parallels Highway 417. 

LD - The westerly option through Blackburn Hamlet is in conflict with the

DL �± Are these transit corridor options long term? 

FM �± Yes.  Other short term measures such as transit priority may be 
implemented as per the TMP 

DL �± Road capacity should not be taken away from the existing BHBP for 
transit. The centre/additional lanes could be added. Could reversible lanes 
be considered? 

SB �± Reversible lanes are not practical in most situations. 

FM �± High Occupancy Vehicle (HOV) lanes may be considered in peak 
periods. 

AH �± HOV lanes can compete with transit but can also benefit transit.

6.    Transit Service  

DL �± Both transit and roads are needed together.  The Park and Ride will 
be ready in 2018 and there is no transit connection in place. Congestion 
will just worsen. 

FM �± Buses will serve to reduce the number of cars and some congestion 
will increase transit use. Transit priority measures will also help reduce 
congestion for transit. 

AS �± Will Blair Road be expanded? 

FM �± Yes �± The TMP includes widening of Blair Road to Meadowbrook. 

AH �± The Hospital Link / Cumberland Transitway Westerly EA Study 
identified a station at Blair and Innes with a connection to the LRT north of 
Ottawa Road (OR) 174. 

DL �± Will buses go to the Park and Ride from Avalon and communities 
developing in the east? 

SB �± Route changes coming in December 

JM - Bus routes will be adjusted as LRT stations open.

7.  Alternative Corridors  

SB - All potential corridors, including the VIA Rail line and Hydro Corridor, 
should be included and a high level screening conducted. Long term new 
Transitway corridors are expensive and may not be implementable. 

AH - A new crossing of Mud Creek could be added to the corridor concepts 
presented to create a direct  connection between the Bypass and the 
future Innes-Walkley-Hunt Club roadway to the west (to alleviate 
congestion on Innes east of Blair). 

AH �± City staff have advised that VIA may not be open to selling the former 
rail corridor to the City as it represents a potential future high speed rail 
route. Only temporary pathway uses are permitted now. 

JM �± Direct connection from Navan Road to Renaud Road north of Bradley 
Estates is a simple immediate solution. 

PT �± Suggest consider an outer perimeter road (Mer Bleue/Navan to Ridge

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9.  Post meeting comments received  

Chateauneuf Community Association  believe the important needs for the 
entire Orléans South community is the following, in order of priority: 

1) Efficient Transitway lanes as soon as possible. 

2) Appropriate roadways for all vehicles to deal with the east/west and 
the west/east peak periods. 

3) Incorporate appropriate bicycle pathways. 
 
The following are the implementation needs in order of priority: 

1) Expand current Navan road from the Navan Rd/Brian Coburn 
roundabout to Blackburn Bypass to accommodate transit and all 
vehicles. 

2) Expand Blackburn Bypass to accommodate transit and the increased 
number of vehicles due to the significant development in Orleans South. 

3) Build transit connection to light rail stations. 

FM Response - This EA Study will be considering the transportation needs of 
the Orléans South Community and surrounding areas for both transit and 
roadways including pedestrian and cycling facilities. We will work with key 
stakeholders over the course of the Study to develop an implementable / 
affordable plan moving forward.   
 
The above identified options for the Blackburn Hamlet Bypass widening, 
connections to LRT stations (directly or through other proposed bus rapid transit 
corridors (i.e. Blair Road)) and the potential expansion of Navan Road from the 
Navan Road/Brian Coburn Blvd. roundabout to the Blackburn Bypass are 
included in the alternatives being considered. 

Chapel Hill South Community Association - Potential transportation routes 
that will just funnel more traffic onto an already heavily congested Innes Road 
will not be effective and won't solve the problems with traffic passing 
through Bradley Estates. 

A routing of the transitway and road extension directly from Brian Coburn to the 
Renaud corner, or along the hydro lines, seems to solve the main issues and 
this route could easily connect to the future Innes-Walkley-Hunt Club extension 
with the transitway hooking up to Blair Station as originally planned. This would 
address the transportation needs, with little or almost no negative effect on local 
residents as well as address the 57% of the traffic that is headed south. 

New transitway routes through Blackburn Hamlet to the OR 174 would heavily 
impact the residents. 
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Since the original EA, there has been a significant number of homes added to 
Chapel Hill South, that would now also be adversely affected by alternatives 
along Navan Road and a dead end of the road was expected. 

A solid solution that is effective is essential. 

FM Response - We recognize that some of the alternatives under consideration 
may have potentially greater community impacts vs. others and these potential 
negative effects will need to be considered carefully as part of the evaluation of 
alternatives. Conversely other corridor alternatives may have somewhat greater 
impacts to agricultural or natural areas which will also need to be taken into 
consideration. 

As part of our study we will review travel patterns (such as trips along Renaud 
Road and Anderson Road) and reflect these travel patterns in the development 
and evaluation of alternatives for both roadway and transit.
