Both our children have always
been cautioned about approaching strange
dogs, with or without their owners present,
but both Graham and my wife mistook this
animal for a neighbour's and the accident
occured. Perhaps more people should alert
authorities to pick up dogs roving in
their neighbourhoods and in this way force
the owners to pay a tangible penalty for
their lack of consideration for others.....
we certainly intend to!
